STATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY, BASIS AND PURPOSE:  The statutory authority for the adoption of rules is C.R.S. 12-60-503(1).  The basis and purpose for the adoption of Colorado Racing Commission Rules is because the Colorado Racing Commission (“CRC”) has created rules regarding the Greyhound welfare and promotion fund.   

In promulgating those new rules, the CRC has provided definitions of certain terms to provide standard and consistent meaning with regard to words utilized within the rules.  

CHAPTER 1

--- DEFINITIONS ---

GREYHOUND ADOPTION – A PROCESS WHEREBY AN ORGANIZATION OR  PERSON ASSUMES THE RESPONSIBILITY FOR A GREYHOUND AND, IN SO DOING, PERMANENTLY TRANSFERS ALL RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES FROM THE ORIGINAL OWNER OR OWNERS.
GREYHOUND RESCUE – REFERS TO RESPONSIVE OPERATIONS FOR GREYHOUNDS THAT USUALLY INVOLVE THE SAVING OF LIFE, OR PREVENTION OF INJURY DURING AN INCIDENT OR DANGEROUS SITUATION.
STATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY, BASIS AND PURPOSE:

The statutory authority for the adoption of rules is Section 12-60-503(1), C.R.S.  The basis and purpose for the adoption of proposed amended Rule #5.317 of Colorado Racing Commission Rules is to specifically define race day bleeder medication and the age of the horse that is eligible to use this medication.   The amended rule will redefine the monitoring of the administration of this medication and the confirmation of a bleeder by the Division veterinarian.   
CURRENT

5.317 - Furosemide may be administered intravenously to a horse, which is entered to compete in a race or to facilitate the collection of a post-race urine sample. In order for a horse to be allowed to participate in a race on Furosemide, the following process must be followed:

1: A horse shall be entered properly to participate on Furosemide and then such horse will be automatically added by the Division veterinarian to the Division test barn medication database for the current race meet. All first time usage of Furosemide by horses participating in a race, shall be designated properly in the official program. The Division veterinarian and the board of stewards shall monitor the usage and discontinuance of the administration of Furosemide during the current race meet for all non-bleeders.

2: Furosemide shall be administered only on Association grounds.

3: Upon the request of the Division representative, the veterinarian administering the

authorized bleeder medication shall surrender the syringe used to administer such

medication, which may then be submitted for testing.

PROPOSED

5.317 - FUROSEMIDE SHALL BE THE ONLY AUTHORIZED BLEEDER MEDICATION
Furosemide may be administered BY AUTHORIZED PERSONS ONLY,  intravenously to a horse, which is entered to compete in a race or to facilitate the collection of a post-race urine sample. In order for a horse to be allowed to participate in a race on Furosemide, the following process must be followed:

1: A horse OVER THE AGE OF THREE (3) shall be entered properly to participate on Furosemide and then such horse will be automatically added by the Division veterinarian to the Division test barn medication database for the current race meet. All first time usage of Furosemide by horses OVER THE AGE OF THREE (3) participating in a race, shall be designated properly in the official program. The Division veterinarian and the board of stewards shall monitor the usage and discontinuance of the administration of Furosemide during the current race meet for all non-bleeders. A HORSE UNDER THE AGE OF THREE (3) SHALL NOT PARTICIPATE ON FUROSEMIDE. EXCEPT THAT, A HORSE UNDER THE AGE OF THREE (3) THAT HAS DEMONSTRATED EXTERNAL EVIDENCE OF EXERCISE INDUCED PULMONARY HEMORRHAGE (EIPH) MAY BE BROUGHT TO THE TEST BARN ACCOMPANIED BY A PRACTICING VETERINARIAN AND IN THE PRESENCE OF THE DIVISION VETERINARIAN PROVIDE PROOF USING AN ENDOSCOPE THAT SUCH HORSE IS A BLEEDER AND THEN SUCH HORSE MAY BE ADDED BY THE DIVISION VETERINARIAN TO THE DIVISION TEST BARN MEDICATION DATABASE FOR THE CURRENT RACE MEET. ALL FIRST TIME USAGE OF FUROSEMIDE BY HORSES UNDER THE AGE OF THREE (3) PARTICIPATING IN A RACE SHALL BE DESIGNATED PROPERLY IN THE OFFICIAL PROGRAM. THE DIVISION VETERINARIAN AND THE BOARD OF STEWARDS SHALL MONITOR THE USAGE AND DISCONTINUANCE OF THE ADMINISTRATION OF FUROSEMIDE DURING THE CURRENT RACE MEET FOR ALL NON-BLEEDERS.

2: Furosemide shall be administered only on Association grounds.

3: Upon the request of the Division representative, the veterinarian administering the

authorized bleeder medication shall surrender the syringe used to administer such

medication, which may then be submitted for testing.

STATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY, BASIS AND PURPOSE:

The statutory authority for the adoption of rules is Section 12-60-503(1), C.R.S.  The basis and purpose for the adoption of proposed amended Rule #5.319 of Colorado Racing Commission Rules is to define the age of a horse that is eligible to receive Furosemide.
CURRENT
5.319 - The Division veterinarian shall maintain a bleeder list of all horses, which have demonstrated external evidence of exercise induced pulmonary hemorrhage from one or both nostrils during or after a race as observed by the Division veterinarian.

1: All horses which have demonstrated external evidence of exercise induced pulmonary

hemorrhage from one or both nostrils during or after a workout may be observed by the

association veterinarian and/or practicing veterinarian and may be reported on a form

supplied by the Division veterinarian to be placed on the bleeder list.

PROPOSED

5.319 - The Division veterinarian shall maintain a bleeder list of all horses, which have demonstrated external evidence of exercise induced pulmonary hemorrhage from one or both nostrils during or after a race as observed by the Division veterinarian.

1: All horses OVER THE AGE OF THREE (3) which have demonstrated external evidence of exercise induced pulmonary hemorrhage from one or both nostrils during or after a workout may be observed by the association veterinarian and/or practicing veterinarian and may be reported on a form supplied by the Division veterinarian to be placed on the bleeder list.

STATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY, BASIS AND PURPOSE:

The statutory authority for the adoption of rules is Section 12-60-503(1), C.R.S.  The basis and purpose for the adoption of proposed amended Rule #5.320 of Colorado Racing Commission Rules is to define the administration of Furosemide at the racetrack.
CURRENT RULE 

5.320 - All practicing veterinarians at horse racetracks shall complete, sign, and deliver to the veterinarian representing the Division of Racing Events on a form provided by the Division indicating all furosemide treatments. All forms must be submitted at a time to be determined by the veterinarian representing the Division of Racing Events. In addition, the trainer or his authorized representative must be present when the furosemide is administered and sign the above-mentioned form indicating they witnessed the furosemide injection. Furosemide treatments may be witnessed by a representative of the Division.

PROPOSED

5.320 - All practicing veterinarians at horse racetracks shall complete, sign, and deliver to the veterinarian representing the Division of Racing Events on a form provided by the Division indicating all furosemide treatments. All forms must be submitted at a time to be determined by the veterinarian representing the Division of Racing Events. In addition, the trainer or his authorized representative must be present when the furosemide is administered and sign the above-mentioned form indicating they witnessed the furosemide injection. Furosemide treatments may be witnessed by a representative of the Division.
THE USE OF FUROSEMIDE SHALL BE PERMITTED UNDER THE FOLLOWING:

(A) FUROSEMIDE SHALL BE ADMINISTERED BY THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN, THE RACING VETERINARIAN OR HIS/HER DESIGNEE NO LESS THAN FOUR HOURS PRIOR TO POST TIME FOR THE RACE FOR WHICH THE HORSE IS ENTERED;

(B)  ANY VETERINARIAN OR VET TECHS PARTICIPATING IN THE ADMINISTRATION PROCESS MUST BE PROHIBITED FROM WORKING AS PRIVATE VETERINARIANS OR TECHNICIANS ON THE RACE TRACK OR WITH PARTICIPATING LICENSEES;

(C) AFTER TREATMENT, THE HORSE SHALL BE REQUIRED BY THE COMMISSION TO REMAIN IN THE PROXIMITY OF ITS STALL IN THE CARE, CUSTODY AND CONTROL OF ITS TRAINER OR THE TRAINER’S DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVE UNDER GENERAL ASSOCIATION AND/OR COMMISSION SECURITY SURVEILLANCE UNTIL CALLED TO THE SADDLING PADDOCK.

(D)  THE SYRINGES USED IN ALL ADMINISTRATIONS SHALL BE RETURNED TO THE TEST BARN BY THE DIVISION REPRESENTATIVE.

THE ADMINISTERING AUTHORITY OR ASSOCIATION MAY ASSESS A FEE ON LICENSED OWNERS OF TREATED HORSES TO RECOUP THE REASONABLE COST ASSOCIATED WITH THE ADMINISTRATION OF FUROSEMIDE IN THE MANNER PRESCRIBED IN THESE RULES.

STATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY, BASIS AND PURPOSE:

The statutory authority for the adoption of rules is Section 12-60-503(1), C.R.S.  The basis and purpose for the adoption of proposed amended Rule #5.330 of Colorado Racing Commission Rules is to increase the amount of time the horse shall be on the veterinarian list for exhibiting EIPH during training or racing which shall be in the best interest of the horse.
CURRENT
5.330 - During any consecutive six (6) month period, horses exhibiting EIPH will be placed on the veterinarian’s list for the following minimum periods of time, which includes the day the horse bleeds:

First time bleeder - 4 days

Second time bleeder - 9 days

Third time bleeder - 21 days

A longer period of time on the veterinarian’s list for each incident may be imposed if the practicing veterinarian attending the horse and the Division veterinarian agree that it is necessary. 

In the event a horse bleeds more than 3 times during a six (6) month period, it may be banned indefinitely from racing in Colorado if the Board of Stewards and the Division veterinarian after consultation with the practicing veterinarian determine that, based on past performance, this action is warranted. 

For a horse from another state with a current bleeder certificate in effect, the first time horse bleeds in Colorado the horse shall be considered a second time bleeder for purposes of time period on the veterinarian’s list.

PROPOSED

5.330 - During any consecutive six (6) month period, horses exhibiting EIPH will be placed on the veterinarian’s list for the following minimum periods of time, which includes the day the horse bleeds:

First time bleeder - 4 7 days

Second time bleeder - 9 14 days

Third time bleeder – 21 30 days

A longer period of time on the veterinarian’s list for each incident may be imposed if the practicing veterinarian attending the horse and the Division veterinarian agree that it is necessary. 

In the event a horse bleeds more than 3 times during a six (6) month period, it may be banned indefinitely from racing in Colorado if the Board of Stewards and the Division veterinarian after consultation with the practicing veterinarian determine that, based on past performance, this action is warranted. 

For a horse from another state with a current bleeder certificate in effect, the first time THAT THE horse bleeds in Colorado the horse shall be considered a second time bleeder for purposes of time period on the veterinarian’s list.

STATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY, BASIS AND PURPOSE:

The statutory authority for the adoption of rules is Section 12-60-503(1), C.R.S.  The basis and purpose for the adoption of proposed amended Rule #7.218 of Colorado Racing Commission Rules is to clarify the procedure by rule to remove a jockey from his mount after entry that is consistent in all cases
CURRENT

7.218 - If the owner, trainer or authorized agent, engages more than one jockey for the same race after the time designated by the racing secretary to name jockeys, the owner shall pay the jockey taken off the horse a jockey mount fee that is equivalent to the minimum jockey mount fee paid for the particular race.  A jockey shall not be engaged for the purpose of preventing another jockey from riding in a race. Notwithstanding the foregoing, a jockey mount fee is not earned by a jockey when a jockey or his or her agent elects to take himself or herself off a mount or when the stewards replace the jockey with a substitute jockey for reasons other than the jockey suffering an injury during the time between weighing-out and the start of the race.
PROPOSED

7.218 - If the owner, trainer or authorized agent, engages more than one jockey for the same race after the time designated by the racing secretary to name jockeys, the owner shall pay the jockey taken off the horse a jockey mount fee that is equivalent to the minimum jockey mount fee paid for the particular race.  A jockey shall not be engaged for the purpose of preventing another jockey from riding in a race. Notwithstanding the foregoing, a jockey mount fee is not earned by a jockey when a jockey or his or her agent elects to take himself or herself off a mount or when the stewards replace the jockey with a substitute jockey for reasons other than the jockey suffering an injury during the time between weighing-out and the start of the race.
STATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY, BASIS AND PURPOSE:

The statutory authority for the adoption of rules is Section 12-60503(1), C.R.S.  The basis and purpose for the adoption of proposed amended Rule #7.608 of Colorado Racing Commission Rules is to disallow other types of traction devices for racehorses that have not been horse racing industry tested or approved that may cause injury to a racehorse during the running of the race or training.
CURRENT
7.608 - Bar plates may be used only with the consent of the Division Veterinarian. The commission may limit the height of toe grabs for any breed at a live race meet. Toe grabs with a height greater than the maximum set by the commission, bends, jar caulks, stickers and any other traction device worn on the front hooves of horses while racing or training on all surfaces, are prohibited. The horse shall be scratched and the trainer may be subject to fine for any violation of this rule.
PROPOSED

7.608 - Bar plates may be used only with the consent of the Division Veterinarian. NO TRACTION DEVICES WILL BE ALLOWED THAT EXTEND BEYOND THE OUTER WALL OF THE HOOF MORE THAN 1/8 OF AN INCH OR THAT ENCASES THE SOLE OF THE HOOF OR COMPLETELY ENCIRCLES THE HOOF. The cCommission may limit the height of toe grabs for any breed at a live race meet. Toe grabs with a height greater than the maximum set by the cCommission, bends, jar caulks, stickers and any other traction device worn on the front hooves of horses while racing or training on all surfaces, are prohibited. The horse shall be scratched and the trainer may be subject to fine for any violation of this rule.
